The major milestone was reached after councillors
approved the Local Plan at a meeting of Harborough
District Council on 30 April 2019.

The adopted Local Plan will direct development
across the district, supported by the appropriate
infrastructure. It will also enable the Council to refuse
development that is not in accordance with the Plan.
